10”x12” piece of (blue) background fabric 

10”x5” piece of white fabric for beard 

10”x3” piece of white fabric or faux fur for mustache 

10”x3” piece of white fabric or faux fur for hat brim 

3”x4” piece of white fabric or faux fur for ball on hat 

10”x4” piece of light pink fabric for Santa’s face 

8”x 10” piece of Christmas Fabric for Santa’s hat 

4” x 6” piece of dark pink fabric for Santa’s Cheeks 

5”x11” piece of contrasting fabric or scraps for stripes in hat 



2 strips 2 ¼” x WOF of red fabric for borders subcut into : 

 2 strips 2 1/4” x 16 ½” 

 2 strips 2 ¼” x 20” 

14” x 22” piece of white fabric for the Letter 

1/3 yard or 2 pieces of Christmas fabric 20 ½” x 12” for backing on Pillow 

Other supplies needed: 

*Embroidery machine in good working order including power cord and foot pedal & 

embroidery hoop suitable for pattern size 

*70/11 embroidery needles 

*Rayon or Poly thread black and white for top thread and matching bobbin thread 

*Black Poly lite for Lettering on Pillow, (optional) 

*White Cotton Thread for Pillow assembly, top of machine and bobbin 

*Cut away or tear away stabilizer for your hoop, if you are using the 9.5x14” hoop you will have           

2 hoopings, if you are doing the 8”x12” you will have three hoopings. 

Lint roller 

*Duck billed applique scissors or a good small pair of scissors for cutting away the appliqued 

fabric 

*Topper, enough for all of the faux fur pieces if you are using faux fur 

*KK-2000 temporary adhesive for your applique pieces and topper.
